We already understand that 2 (two) years
have been spent fighting the virus of CoViD-19 and I,
from the bottom of my heart and on behalf of the
Assembly House, would like to thank the Medical Staff
all over Assam for providing free CoViD testing and
Treatment, and saving the lives of so many people in
Assam.

We know that this Budget which had been placed
in the August House is not only for one district, it covers
all districts of Assam along with many departments under
Health deptt is covered. We have seen 5 (five) numbers
of Medical Colleges are coming up in Assam in areas like
Golaghat, Morigaon, Bongaigaon, Tamulpur, etc. We
have seen that not only Medical Colleges are coming up,
various Sub-Centres are also being upgraded. We have
seen that 1000 numbers of Sub-Centres and Medical
Wellness & Health Centres and PHEs will be upgraded
the new course of time.
