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Shri Urkhao Brahma , Hon’ble Minister, Chapaguri :-  Hon’ble
Deputy Speaker sir, I, on behalf of the Hon’ble Chief Minister
going to reply of answer of these questions in written mode.

(a)There is a report of gradual felling of teak trees and some
attempts to undertake construction work under the
territorial jurisdiction of Cachar Forest Division, Silchar i.e.
in an area which through us within the constitutional
boundary  of Assam, but presently under neutral CAPF
deployed from Mizoram side. This is being further verified
by ascertaining the facts and getting detailed report so that
the matter is taken up with both Mizoram and Ministry of
Home affairs, Govt. of India for maintenance of status quo
and resolving the dispute in an amicable manner.

Further, the status quo is largely being maintained in
Karimganj- Mizoram and Hailakandi-Mizoram border.

(b)The Govt. of Assam  had earlier held a meeting on
28.07.2021 with Govt. of Mizoram under presence of Union
Home Secretary, Ministry of Home Affairs. The following
decesions were taken :

1) Neutral  force I.e. CAPF to be deployed in the disturbed
Assam and Mizoram border area along NH 306 under a
senior officer of CAPF.

2) Further, in order to facilitate the functioning if neutral
force, both the Govts. of Assam and Govt. of Mizoram
will work out arrangement in coordination with Ministry
of Home Affairs, Govt. of India within a reasonable time
frame.

3) Both the State governments should continue
discussions mutually to resolve the border issue in an
amicable manner.

These decisions are the guiding principles for resolving the
boundary despites between Assam and Mizoram, Whenever,
there is  a violation of status quo from Mizoram side, we take up
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the matter strongly with them and Govt. of India so that the
status quo is maintained.

Further in pursuance of the decision of Chief Secretary Level
meeting held on 28.07.2021, neutral  forces (CAPF) have been
deployed in the disputed area,

Total 23 (tweenty three) Nos. of BOPs of Assam Police are in place
at present along the Assam -Mizoram Border (in Cachar, Hailakandi,
and Karimganj District) to safeguard the constitutional boundary of
Assam and to maintain the status quo. Area domination by way of
patrolling is being carried out regularly.
(C) The Government of Assam sincerely wants an amicable and peace-
ful settlement of the border disputes with the neighbouring states
through the process of dialogue and mutual understanding. Thank you.

The State of Assam was declared as Disturbed Area in
the intervening night of November 27-28, 1990 under Armed Forces
(Special Power) Act, 1958 to combat insurgency in the State. After
declaration of the State as Disturbed area, a four-pronged strategy
was adopted under Unified Command Structure viz. CI Ops, Peace
overture, Surrender-cum-Rehabilitation and Psy Ops. Since invoca-
tion of the Act, the security scenario has started improving in the
State and normalcy has been restored in the State to a large extent. Of
late, the Law and Order situation in many parts of the State of Assam
is peaceful from extremist point of view. At present, the Army is
deployed in only 5 (five) districts of Assam viz. (1) Tinsukia (2)
Dibrugarh (3) Charaideo (4) Karbi-Anglong and (5) Dima Hasao in
view of the peaceful situation in other parts of the State. Since the
imposition of AFSPA, the validity of operation of this Act in the en-
tire state of Assam has been extended 61(sixty one) times, each time
for a duration of 6(six) months. The last extension declaring the en-
tire State of Assam as “Disturbed Area” in exercise of powers con-
ferred by Section 3 of the Armed Force (Special Powers) Act, 1958
(AFSPA) (28 of 1958) was issued vide notification no. HMA.19015/
9/2019-Pol (A)/102 dated 28" February, 2022 for a further period of
6(six) months w.e.f. 28t February, 2022. In view of the improved
security scenario and law & order in the state, Government of India
decided to withdraw the operation of the Act from 23 districts and
1(one) Sub-division of the state viz. (1) Dhemaji (2) Lakhimpur (3)
Majuli (4) Biswanath (5) Sonitpur (6) Nagaon (7) Hojai (8) Morigaon
(9) Kamrup Metro (10) Darrang (11) Kamrup (12) Nalbari (13)
Barpeta (14) Goalpara (15) Bongaigaon (16) Dhubri (17) South-

During the period 2015-16 to 2019-20, the State has achieved
an impressive annual average gropwth rate of 8.9 percent in terms
of Gross State Domestic Product (GSDP) at constant prices, which
is higher than the average GDP growth of the contry at 6.7 percent.
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6.7 gross domestic product GSDP  India has
grown during time at 6.7. Assam had grown at 8.9. So, our growth
rate during the 3 years is higher than National growth rate. During
2020-21, the State has achieved near positive growth despite the
Covid-19 pandemic repercussions. 

95 percent. So, that is the only state only few
state which is achieved positive growth in last financial year. Even
Government of India growth is also negative. So, we are one of the
few state who has continued to achieve positive growth. During 2020-
21, Assam is likely to record again significant growth of 9.1 per-
cent. we are again on  growth creditory
9.1 percent.

Assam economy could be able to achieve this remarable growth
on account of  its policy reorientation towards increase in capital
expenditures to develop the econmy while rationalisingh its non-
developmental expenditures.

Assam has crossed its total expenditure to one lakh crore marks
during 2021-22 and its total expenditure is likely tobe over Rs.
1,02,000 crore for the first time in the history of independent Assam
and independent India and this is without adjusting the conversion of
debt of the PSU of Assam into equity at about Rs.9988.57 Crore. AG
will say that our expenditure is 1 Lakh 11 thousand Crore because
we have transperted some of the loan to equity but actually expendi-
ture is 1 Lakh 2 thousand  Crores.

Excluding the Covid stricken year 2020-21, Assam's total ex-
penditure has grown, on an average, at 20.9 percent from Rs. 41,931
crore in 2015-16 to Rs. 1,02,097 crore in 2020-21.

Similarly, the capital expenditure has alos increased from Rs.
2951 crore in 2015-16 to Rs. 16,339 Crore in 2020-21 (provisional)
and thereby registered a growth of 36.8 percent, on an average, in-
cluding negative growth recorded during 2020-21 on account of
Covide pandemic.

The revenue expenditure has increased from Rs. 37,011 crore
in 2015-16 to Rs. 74,400 Crore in 2021-22 and thereby recorded a
slower phase of growth at 16 percent on an average, during the pe-
riod, except the Covid stricken year 2020-21. This could be achieved
throuth retionalisation of the revenue expenditure of the State de-
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spite pay commission increases in salary etc.
Government of Assam has been able to meet this significat

increase in revenue and capital expenditure throuth increased trans-
fers from Government of India (Gol) towards tax devolution, Fi-
nance Commission grants, CSS and other grants, in addition to spe-
cial assistance for capital expenditure during 2020-21 and 2021-22.

Central transfer to Assam throuth tax devolution has increased
from Rs. 16,785 crore in 2015-16 to Rs. 26,663 crore in 2021-22
and thereby registered an average growth  of 9.8 cercent.

All transfer from the centre have increased by 11.5 percent on
an average during 2016-17 to 2021-22.

Similarly, transfers towards ecternally aided projects have alos
increased from Rs. 454 crore in 2015-16 to Rs. 1421 crore in 2021-
22 and thereby registered  an average growth of 21.3 percent during
2016-17 to 2021-22.

At the same period, State's own tax and non-tax revenues have
alos increased by 13.2 percent, on an average, despite regative growth
recoreded during 2019-20 and 2020-21.

As the State's own revenues constitute about 33 percent of the
total revenues, on an average, during 2015-16 to 2021-22 and the
remaining portion of major revenues come from the Gol, which are
not sufficient to meet the state's developmental expenditures, the State
has to resort to increased borrowings from the market during the
recent past.

However, Assam has not utilised its full borrowing limits during
2021-22 on account of increased transders from Gol.

At the same time, Assam has been maintaining its debt to GSDP
ratio well within the AFRBM target. Similarly, the interest payments
to revenue receipts of the State has alos well below the 10 percent
mark prescribed by the Finance Commission.

Overall, as a developing state in the North Eastern Region,
Assam has adopted constructive and conducive measures to boost
the revenue of the State. At the same time, expenditue control mecha-
nism has been adopted, wherever possible, without affecting the
growth process of the State and alos lower strata of the society. As
major share of revenues come from Gol in the form of central trans-
fers and grants, refuction of these share would affect the fiscal posi-

tion of the state severely. As the State's share in tax devolution furmula
has declined from 3.628 percent in the 13th FC to 3.128 percent in
the 15th FC, a relook in the Finance Commission formula for State's
tax devolution share that would increase the receipt positio  of
the State and thereby fiscal imbalance would be balanced.
