Smti Nandita Garlosa, Minister : Hon'ble Deputy Speaker Sir, the
Rule 301, a question has been brought by Hon'ble MLA of Sivasagar,
his indeed and question that has to be brought in the department of
Archaeology. Because this department of Archaeology was earlier
under the Cultural Department. As the Government has taken initia-
tive to reforms of new department under the Indigenous Trible and
Faith culture archaeology has been initiative under this. We expect
that this department in the future will take a very long terms because
Archaeology itself is a very big department. If it come under culture,
there are pleases we can not find that how we should be done. So,
ones this archaeology is under an institution, we will say where it is
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different department not we the culture. I expect that this is going to
be very good department in the near future. So, as per your question
as per report of a survey conducted in the undivided Sivasagar Dis-
trict by the then Deputy Commissioner, Sivasagar, there are alto-
gether 551 numbers of ancient monuments and relics as pointed by
you Hon'ble MLA of Sivasgar LAC, Shri Akhil Gogoi Dev. of the
above mentioned ancient moniments and relics, a total number of 17
monuments are protected and preserved by the Archaeological Sur-
vey of India and 28 numbers are under the purview of the Director-
ate of Archaeology, Assam. Along with other archaeological sites
and monuments across the State, the Government in each Financial
year has taken necessary steps for preservation, protection and de-
velopment of these 28 archaeological sites and monuments located
at Sivasgar District in phased manner. During the last financial year
i.e. 2021-22, the government spent Rs. 33 Lakh for preservation and
development of Smti Bishnu Doul and Devi Doul. And during the
current financial year the Government has earmarked and amount of
Rs. 199.90 lakh for the same. Out of the said amount Rs. 190.00 lakh
has been fixed for development activities of the Gargaon Capital
Rampart. The work of development of Gargaon Capital Rampart is
going on and till now approximately 50% of the work is completed.
An amount of Rs. 9.90 lakh has been set for the Bishnu Doul of
Kalugaon. It is expected that the entire amount earmarked for Gargaon
Capital Rampart and Bishnu Doul Kalugaon will be utilised for the
developmental works of Gargaon Capital rampart and Bishnu Doul
during the current Financial year only. With regards to development
of Sivasagar Iconic site, a meeting was held with officials of Ar-
chaeological Survey of Inida on 15-07-2022 wherein it was de-
cided that a composite proposal be prepared along with plan and
estimate and the same is to be forwarded to Archaeological Survey
of India for obtaining funds from Govt. of India. Accordingly, the
said proposal has been prepared by Directorate of Archaeology and
after examination of the same, the proposal will be sent to Archaeo-
logical Survey of Inida for consideration. However, the Directorate
of Archaeology, Govt. of Assam is looking after the conservation
and preservation of these 28 monuments. Conservation and preser-
vation is being undertaken in phase manner subject to availability of
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the fund. It is also informed that the sites that are under the Director-
ate of Archaeology are being regularly maintained  time to time nec-
essary conservation preservation works are carried out on need ba-
sis. On the status of Namdung Silsako, Sivasagar District, I would
like to say that the Namdung Silsako is presently used as a connect-
ing bridge located  at NH-37. An alternative bypass adjacent to the
Silsako is under construction which is done by National Highway
Authority as a plan to divert the traffic route. Meanwhile, the Direc-
torate of Archaeology has made correspondence with the district
administration for handing over the physical possession of the his-
toric Silsako, which will be done only after the completion of the
alternative route. At present the Namdung Silsako is being used by
the public, hence  no conservation work can be done now. Once,
after physical handover of the Silsako, necessary steps for protec-
tion, presvervation and conservation will be taken up by the Direc-
torate of the Archaeology Assam. In relation, Joysagar Tank,
Sivasagar District, the sites under Joysagar tank, Sivasagar namely
Vishnu Doul, Devi Doul and Ghanshyam House are under the juris-
diction of Archaeolgcial  Survey of India. However, the Joysagar
tank is under the jurisdiction of District Administration. In Porugarh,
conservation plan and preservation proposal are under process which
will be submitted to the Government. In Barpatra Doul, conserva-
tion is going on and it is in the last phase. In Piyali Phukan, Protected
by Directorate of Archaeology regular maintence is done by the de-
partment. In Barpatra Maidam, maintance is going on approach road
is under construction. So, I would like to say that the archaeology is
a very big department in whole of Assam. I will say, you have men-
tioned in Sivasagar but I also like to mention due that beside Sivasagar,
there are so many places which we are supposed to work and I
would like to say that the House also to the other concern MALs
also if possible, please give us more of the input, so that we can
have a liberal discussion in the House. Thank you very much.
