We appreciate
to it and I would also like to informed  that data has listed 166
archeological sites and monument through the state of Assam which
has been preserved as priority and and in phaged manner and also
on the besis of  the allocation of the funds as per the Assam ancient
monuments and records  1959 and Assam ancient monuments and
records rules 1964 . I would also like to inform that - any informa-
tion is received by the directorate  regarding any scientific findings
from any part of the state the directorate has taken immediate action
by physically visiting the reporting scenes and taking necessary steps
with the district administration to bring under the physical position
and protection directorate of Archeology Government of  Assam .
Recently Hon' Minister Ashok Singhal Sir has notified about one of
the Archeological site in his Area that has also been taken into con-
sideration. Assam ancient monuments Act and records 1959 and
Assam ancient monuments  and records rules 1964 .I would like to
inform that; any onformation is recieved by the Directorate regard-
ing any scientific findings from any part of the state. The Directorate
has taken immediate action by physically visiting the reporting sites,
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then taking necessary steps with a District Administration to be un-
der the physical possession and protection under the Directorate of
Archeology Govt. of Assam. Recently, Hon'ble Minister Ashok
Singhal sir has notified one of the Archeological sites in his area
that has also been taken into consideration. In this connection I would
also like to inform that the Directorate of Archeology, Govt. of Assam
has protected 47 Archeological sites and monuments only in Sibsagar
district. and 3 Archeologiocal sites & monuments in Charaideo dis-
trict. From this, we can understand the vast range of Archeological
sites being present in all over in Assam & the Archeological Survey
of India has also protected 18 Archeological sites & monuments as
of the National Importance only in Sibsagar district . To be men-
tioned here, as we all know that Assam has also such rich Archeo-
logical sites throughout the Geographical area of Assam. I would
also like to mention that many of the Natrobis Medium that there
known as Stone Jars of Dima Hasao which is very prevalent only in
the parts of Dima Hasao & to some parts of Meghalaya, and to the
knowledge of th House that these Stone Jars are World Heritage Site
in Laos, Cambodia. We are also moving forward to see that rather
the Stone Jars of Dima Hasao, we had found that when it was in
Laos it is only 434 but in Dima Hasao in one part of area which is
Dihamlai Constituency dominated by the Jeminagas we had found
the 534 numbers of Stone Jars in one simple area only. The Stone
Jars are one of the priority basis which can also built the focus map
under the Govt. of Assam in terms of an Archeological sites & also
in terms of a Tourism Sites. So it is worth noting that under the
Puaview of Directorate that the ongoing efforts to promote the other
scientific sites has also been taken up. But before I conclude from
this House we would like to convey our deep gratitude to Hon'ble
Prime Minister Narendra Modi, Hon'ble Union Minister of Culture
Gajendar Singh Sekhawal, Hon'ble Chief Minister Himanta Biswa
Sarma and all the concerned Ministers of Govt. of Assam and the
Local MLAs and also to the people of Charaideo and those involved
in the journey to make the Charaideo Maidam our World Heritage
Site. It was indeed a very tedious job from 2014 it started then 2023
where we expected that, and then it had come to World Heritage
Site. We see that more of World Heritage Site that needs a recogni-
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tion from Assam. We will continue under the Leadership of Hon'ble
Chief Minister. Thank You.
